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SOUTHEAST ASIA’S FIRST
GEOPARK Langkawi, which has
the distinction of being the first
geopark in Malaysia and in the
region, has many geosites with
outstanding sights for visitors.
There are three geoforest parks

in Langkawi - the Machinchang
Cambrian Geoforest Park is
reputed to be the oldest geological
formation in the country. At the
Kilim Karst Geoforest Park, one

can view magnificently-formed
landscapes from nearly vertical to
subrounded karstic hills as well as
pinnacles of various shapes and
sizes. The Dayang Bunting Marble
Geoforest Park boasts fine marbles.




LAKE OF THE PREGNANT MAIDEN or Tasik Dayang Bunting, with

its uniquely-coined name, is sure to enthrall you with its beautiful
surroundings and mysterious past. The name of Langkawi’s largest
freshwater lake is attributed to the legend of a lovely fairy princess who
married an earthly prince. Her first child died shortly after birth. She
was so sad and depressed that she buried the child in the crystal clear
waters of the lake.

Before she returned to her celestial abode, she blessed the waters so
that any childless maiden who bathed in the lake would conceive
thereafter. To reach the lake one has to get to the Island of the Pregnant
Maiden first and then take a short walk through the forest reserve.




SUNGAI KILIM offers some truly unforgettable
sights and experiences for adventurous travellers
to Langkawi. A tour that is bound to provide
plenty of thrills is the boat cruise to Kilim Karst
Geoforest Park. Spread over an area of 100 square
kilometres, Kilim Nature Park features a beautiful
mix of well-protected green mangrove forests,
isolated white beaches and blue lagoons.

On the trail, along the calm winding river, you
will be exposed to the wonders of the park’s
marine ecosystem and flora and fauna like the

overhanging Bogak Trees, Brown Eagles, Tree
Crabs, iguanas and macaques. Enjoy the scenic
and spectacular view of unique limestone rock
formations emerging from the floor of the
mangrove swamps and the sea.

These fascinating geological wonders have been
dubbed the Temple of Borobodur, the Elephant
Stone and the Hanging Gardens.




TEMURUN WATERFALL located within the
Machinchang Geoforest Park near Datai Bay, the
Temurun Waterfall is Langkawi’s tallest waterfall.
This seasonal waterfall is best visited between May
to October as the water would be reduced to a
mere trickle during the dry season. Clearly visible
from the road, this waterfall is a refreshing respite
from the hot and humid weather.

SEVEN WELLS or Telaga Tujuh, located in the
northwestern corner of Langkawi, is a geological
marvel. The waterfall is so named because

the cascading waters are broken by a series of
seven natural pools. The lush green forest that
surrounds the waterfall adds a mystical touch to
the natural splendour. Legend has it that fairies
used to come down to the waterfall to bathe and
frolic. Waterfall Abseiling is available here.

DURIAN PERANGIN WATERFALLS is suitable for a
swim, picnics and recreation. This 14-tier waterfall
is truly a sight to behold and is accessible after a
short trek through the rainforest.




CAVES in Langkawi worth exploring include
Gua Cherita which is easily accessible and
situated only 30 minutes by boat from Tanjung
Rhu. Inside are interesting rock formations
steeped in fabled tales of mystery and
romance. Look out for ancient inscriptions on
the walls.

Another interesting cave is Gua Kelawar nestled
in the heart of a mangrove forest. A wooden
platform allows visitors easy access through the
cave. Gua Pasir Dagang, about 45 minutes by
boat from Kuah, has a shallow stream running
right through the cave. The boat journey to the
cave itself is an adventure of sorts. Guides can
be engaged for cave expeditions.




LANGKAWI'SKYCAB

Enjoy an exhilarating cable car ride to the top of
Gunung Mat Chincang. Visitors can enjoy marvellous
views of the Andaman Sea and the Langkawi

island group, as well as breathtaking sights such as
overhanging cliff walls and isolated pinnacles. With

a length of 950 m, the Langkawi SkyCab has been
recognised as ‘The Longest Free Span Single Rope
Cable Car’' by the Malaysia Book of Records. It also has
one of the steepest gradients in the world, at 42°.

At the middle and top stations, walking trails'and
viewing platforms are available for visitors to further
enjoy the panoramic views. Langkawi SkyCab is
situated at the Oriental Village in Burau Bay, about

30 minutes away from Kuah town. After the ride,
drop by at the Oriental Village to browse through the
assortment of souvenirs.

LANGKAWI SKY BRIDGE

How would you like to walk along one of the
world'’s scariest bridges? Measuring 125 m in length,
Langkawi SkyBridge is touted as the World's Longest
Free Span and Curved Bridge. Completed in 2004,
this suspended bridge sits at the peak of Gunung
Machinchang. Hanging about 100 m above ground,
it swings out over the landscape and offers the
chance to enjoy the beauty of the virgin jungle from
otherwise unattainable locations. In contrast to a
straight bridge where the end is always in sight, a
curved bridge offers changing perspectives as one
walks along.

KOTA MAHSURI with its fabled and historical past is a significant site
on the island that has been preserved for posterity. Kota Mahsuri is
located about 12 km from Kuah at Kampung Mawat. This memorial
is erected in honour of Mahsuri, a fair maiden who had been unjustly
accused of adultery. According to legend, she had bled white blood at
her execution as a sign of her innocence. In her dying breath, she laid
a curse on the island, declaring that it would remain barren for seven
generations. Fact or fiction, seven generations have since passed

and today, Langkawi is a flourishing tourist destination. There is also
a museum here where tourists can view a recorded interpretation of
the Mahsuri legend.
